Regarding the STDF draft review, I only have two points:
 

1. In the Device Identification Section there is the PartNumber information.
    Now, I understand, we want to reuse existing information/stdf fields. Which means, I cannot use PartNumber independently from the test program for diagnosis purpose. 
    Therefor for me it would be helpful now to understand, if it is intended to link automatically by PartNumber the STDF to a certain diagnosis setup ?
    ( For pattern information we carefully defined a lot of data in order to understand the origin of the data and to be sure that we load correct pattern information).
 

  To link the STDF to a certain design for Infineon it makes sense to use somehow a Design Revision Name. This name is also used (among other parameters) to control the test program content.
    We also use "PartNumbers", but for certain product families we continuously generate new PartNumbers for a single Design Revision, so linking test result data with a diagnosis setup can become quite tedious. (Example: Partnumbers are generated because of new ROM Codes,  packages, temperature ranges,..).
 

   It would be helpful to get some more info on PartNumber and where to look for this info (Part TYPE Field in the MIR ?)
   ( e.g. at IFX we have during testing the Design Revison in the PartType and replace it in a post process after testing by the PartNumber, the design revison then will be in the Proc ID field.) 
AJAY:   I need more explanation to understand the issue. 
 

2. we discussed already last telecon to use the part_id field of the PRR record. To add something in this field separated by a colon looks a little bit risky to me regarding compatibility.
    I understood that "something" is added using a colon, only in case there is need for more "part identification" data but not in the default case.
    This is fine for me as in this case anyway the postprocessing of STDFs needs to be adapted to handle this new data.
 

AJAY: The group will look for a less risky separator. However, as you mentioned  post processing is required to handle new std.
