Here are the feedback from us:
1. There should be page number in the document for easy reference. - YES
2. For the various record types, it is not obvious which fields are mandatory vs. optional.  In the description section, some fields are mentioned as optional but seems not all optional fields are mentioned. – WILL BE CORRECTED
3. Section on Version Update Record(VUR).  Need to be very explicit on the version name i.e. “STDF V4 -2007”, with space between “STDF” and V4, and space between “V4” and “-“, and space between “-“ and “2007”.  This will make parsing/matching this field easier and we won’t need to try all possible combinations with/without space between strings. – GOOD SUGGESTION, WILL INCORPORATE
4. Section on Part Results Record(PRR).  

a. Description for PART_TXT, it is not clear if one only want to specify Electronic ID(i.e. there is no existing part description), should there be “:” before the Electronic ID.  GOOD POINT, NEED TO CLARIFY
b. Description for PART_ID.  If only want to specify Serial No. in PART_ID (i.e. no existing PART_ID), should “:” still be used? SAME POINT AS ABOVE

   Also recommend spelling out Serial Number instead of saying “Sr. No.”.

c. What is the difference between “Electronic ID” and “Sr. No.”?  IT IS UPTO THE ENVIRONMENT TO DECIDE, ELECTRONIC ID HAS BEEN INTRODUCED FOR SOME OF THE FORWARD LOOKING APPLICATIONS, WHEREAS Sr.No. MORE FOR THE LEGACY APPLICATIONS
5.  Section on Pattern Sequence Record(PSR). Table 12 lists CONT_FLG, but the description below says CONT_FLAG  - OK, CONSISTENCY PROBLEM.
6. Section on Scan Test Record(STR). 

a. In table 14 there is no STR_FLGS, but in the description there is.  Should it be STR_FLGS instead of CONT_FLG in the table? - OK, CONSISTENCY PROBLEM
b. Inconsistency between table 14 and description section: DATA_FLG vs. DATA_FLGS, OPT_FLG vs. OPT_FLGS - OK, CONSISTENCY PROBLEM
c. Don’t understand how OPT_FLG is used.  What are the names of optional fields it is controlling in the datalog? – ADD THE EXPLANATION 
7. Some grammatical items: OK
a. Below Table3, “Table 4 shows a structural overview of the standard” 

b. Description on COND_VAL.  “Please note that the values are stored in ASCII…” 

c. Description on Z-CHAR.  “ This is the flag to indicate the how the X…” 

d. Description on Z-CHAR. “Table 19 shows the models…” 

e. Description on Datalog. “the STR record contains and one array of the element for…”
