1. Press release

· There are two use cases that need to be handled for memory datalog Standalone memories and embedded memories

· Some of the datamodel items are common to both the use case while the others will be relevant only to one. For details check the datamodel document on the web

· For standalone memories we may need to add another option to the format to support compressed datalog

· For embedded memories Ajay presented two possible frame format

· First was to have fixed format

· Second was generic format where the contents of the frame are described in a record.

· The group expressed concerns that the generic format would lead to many custom implementation and will lead to chaos similar to what we have today.

· In the fixed format, we should find out the superset of al the required fields and option to eliminate the ones not used.

· Liyang would provide the list for Mentor.

· Ajay will ask ARM and Virage to provide a similar list

3. User defined memory test algorithms and flows
· There is still not much clarity in the test development flow

· Kochen to setup a meeting with the internal memory test expert and Ajay

4. Validation and Synchronization
· Group started discussions on the validation and synchronization requirements

· Mentor currently does a check on the frame data for valid ranges

· Advantest format supports overflow checking

· Validation of  ATE based truncation need to be supported

· Validation of file checking should be support using embedded or external (parallel) checking mechanism e.g. checksum

· PDF has seen the problem of file corruption during ftp.
