· PR section

· An update was provided on the history, goals, status and timelines. The details can be found in the presentation available on the web sites

· Member presentations reiterated the value of the effort in their environment
· The timeline for getting the first draft ready by end of Sept was confirmed by the group.

· The need for a formal document for the standard was mentioned that will be taken up by the group.

· The decision to not provide a standard way of pattern numbering in the first version was communicated.

· A need for providing validation suites was also mentioned by NXP.

· Technical discussion

· The datamodel for both the groups was presented to the entire group

· In the scan section most of the datamodel was agreed by the group with following exceptions

· LogicVision mentioned the need to provide a dataobject type to indicate failing flop instead of failing cycle. The group will look at the requirement in one of the next meeting.

· Another issue was brought up by regarding the datalogging the failures in the multi-site scenario where two choices are possible either sequential or parallel for all the sites. This topic will also be discussed in one of the upcoming meetings

· In terms of assigning the record types for the GDR records there is possibility of clashing the record types with some existing custom implementation that the group should watch. One of the proposals to avoid that was to ask Teradyne if one of the record type that was reserved for future use for Teradyne is available. John will look into this possibility

· In the Memory section the group was introduced the scope in terms of both embedded as well as the standalone. 
· The current activities are around defining a common frame format for the embedded memories

· One suggestion was to focus the current efforts on embedded memories first. The group will make a decision in the next meeting.

· A request to join the Memory group was also reiterated. Synopsys, Advantest have promised to look into it.

· The planning topics could not be covered due to lack of time. These will be taken up in the regular meetings
