In both the cases, it was clear that the size  of the header record is very small hence a decision was taken to use the existing STDF records for storing the Header (type) information.

2. Beta Site discussions: 

· Darrel: In principle it should be possible, however, will need more data on the details on what will be involved to make final decision and plans.

· Andreas: Infineon also has infrastructure to do a beta site.

· Ajay: Mentioned that at this point we only need to start thinking about the potential partners for such beta site partnerships.
