· John reported that there is no rule in STDF V4 for the field names to be 8 character long. We will try to stick to this convention but it is ok to violate it if needed

· User defined field in the PART_TXT and PART_ID in PRR will be of the attr=value.

· Decided to add Design Information category to host SSR and SCR like records

· The subcommittee will revise the document by 31st Jan based on all the feedback received so far. Members are encouraged to send any additional feedback in the mean time
